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Harvest Assembly 2015

	Date/Rationale
	As the school community celebrates Harvest and give to the local drop in centre, this RO event seeks to help pupils and staff to reflect on our contemporary response to this festival.

	Title
	We can make a difference

	Stage
	P1-7

	Aim
	This event will consider the positive contribution that each of us can make to those around us, both locally and globally, even by giving just a little. When the little is added to the whole it can have a big impact.

	Objectives
	(1) At this event pupils may Sense values: attitudes and feelings about what is really important, what really matters,  meaningfulness: the ability to make connections or to see potential patterns in one’s life which give it meaning and  challenge: being challenged and moved by experiences in particular for this event – compassion. 

(2) At the end of this event pupils will be able to a describe how               giving a little can make a significant difference, and 
be able to discuss some situations in the world where this is happening.

	Introduction 
	Introduce this event by singing “May you find peace” by Fischy music, and then ask pupils what things they are thankful for in life, using the roving microphone. Then explain than Harvest is a time when people are thankful for all the food that we are able to enjoy, and we remember all the good things that have grown and been produced all through the summer. Explain to the pupils that we are going to spend a bit of time wondering where some of our most favourite and common food comes from. Go through the pictures on the screen asking the children to point out on the displays at the front of the church/hall  where these foods came from  bread (wheat), fish fingers (fishing net), chips (potatoes), tomato sauce (tomatoes), cake (wheat), crisps (potatoes).  

	Stimulus/ stimuli
	Say to the pupils that when we are thankful we won’t want to keep it all to ourselves but we will want to share it with others, even if what we are able to give is not very much. Here is a story about someone who gave just a little but it turned out it was very important. Tell the story from   Mark 12:41-44 

	Guided Reflection
	Jesus said that what the woman had given was very important, even though it was a little, because she had given a lot of what she had. Small gifts can make a difference! Chat about some small things that make a difference e.g. one tin to the drop in centre (give someone a bowl of soup one day for lunch when they would have had nothing!), £5 buys a mosquito net, this could save your life! If we put 2p in a watering can it seems a bit small and rubbish but if we all do it all those 2ps can make a huge difference, explain, and show the video from Samaritan’s purse “Turn on the tap”. 

	Response & Possible Next Steps
	Sing “Make a difference” by Fischy Music.


	Evaluation (a)


	Discussion with a sample of pupils/students or the Pupil Council to assess if the event achieved the objectives). This could be done with a simple feedback sheet, with a short interview, with anonymous comments in a suggestions Box, with post-it notes on a wall, through a Survey Monkey.

	Evaluation (b)


	Assessment of the event by the SMT and chaplaincy team

	Evaluation (c)


	An evaluation of pupil engagement and participation and reaction. Observe body language, record spontaneous comments, collect images.
