	Introduction
	Introduction and welcome to the event by member of the senior management team. As pupils arrive they will place their small cardboard “fish” and “bread” in the 12 baskets at the front of the hall. The pupils have written their hopes, dreams or prayers on these and some of them will be used for the guided reflection later in the event. It will be explained that the Harvest Assembly is linked to the SHANARRI word of the month “safe”.

	Stimulus/ stimuli
	A clip from “Finding Nemo” will be shown where Nemo gets caught in the net with all the cod, and he has to encourage them to all swim down to break the net. It is only as they work together that they are able to break free. Explain after the clip that we all need each other to help make the world a safe place. We can’t do it on our own. Introduce the story for the event, Jesus feeds the 5000, using John 6 will bring in the element of the child who brings the little he has to Jesus to make a difference. Tell the story. End with the 12 baskets of left overs, and show all the baskets full of cardboard fish and bread that we have at assembly today. Explain that each pupil has thought about the world today and what they would like to change, what differences would they like to see, The story was about lots of hungry people who were not hungry anymore. What are our dreams, prayers or hopes?

	Guided Reflection
	Invite pupils to read out a selection of the hopes, dreams, prayers (this will be prepared in advance with a selection of ages taking part). After the pupils have read out sing the Fischy Music song “We can make a difference”.
